Newspapers, especially of the popular variety, aim to do two things;
to inform and to entertain. Entertainment may be principally found in the
center pages of the newspaper. in some of the feature articles and in
some local news stories. The principle aim of the short news report on
the front page is to inform. Many newspapers are published daily, and
the news reporters must make sure that they have up-to-date the minute
news. In their news reports they will aim to create a sense of immediacy,
to convey the impression that they have rushed the news to the reader
and that the information contained is the very latest.

Reporters also wish to create a sense of authenticity that is their
news is accurate and genuine.
